· surprise attack, falls quickly, troops retreat to Dunkirk then to England

· Saturday Night Massacre: Nixon tries to fire the prosecutor in charge of the investigation

· Nixon releases the tapes

· July 27, 1974: Nixon resigns, Ford becomes President

· Ford pardoned Nixon: most disagreed with this at the time, felt there was a special deal in place

· Ford’s Presidency troubled by weak economy

· Whip Inflation Now­­fairly meaningless campaign against inflation

· Ford’s Foreign Policy
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· Continued negotiations with China, USSR

· Vietnam unraveled and eventually South Vietnam fell to the communists

· 1976 Presidential Election

· Ford wins Republican Nomination vs. Reagan

· Carter wins Democratic Nomination and Presidency

· Carter seen as a Washington outsider, won narrowly vs. Ford

· Carter’s Presidency

· Spoke directly to Americans on radio and television

· Failed to connect with Congress, doomed his agenda

· Energy Crisis

· Tax on gas guzzling cars

· Money for alternative energy

· 2nd oil embargo led to terrible inflation

· Carter gave his malaise speech amidst economic crisis, energy crisis, hostage crisis, Soviet invasion of Afghanistan

· His inability to solve these problems cost him reelection

· America’s economy lost jobs to overseas competitors

· Not many civil rights measures passed

· Carter’s foreign policy

· Promoted human rights around the world

· Gave up the Panama Canal by 1999

· Detente collapsed with USSR with invasion of Afghanistan

· Camp David Accords

· Carter brokered treaty between Egypt and Israel

· Iran: radical Muslim revolution in 1979

· pro­US Shah overthrown

· US embassy stormed by terrorists, hostages taken

· Hostages weren’t released until Reagan was inaugurated

· 32.4: Environmental Activism

· Rachel Carson: Silent Spring

· Earth Day

· Environmental Protection Agency

· Conservation in Alaska

· Debate over nuclear energy

· Three Mile Island disaster

· 33.2: Conservative Policies under Reagan and Bush

· Reaganomics

· Budget cuts: entitlement programs cut

· Tax cuts: lowered by 25%

· Increased defense spending

· Strategic Defense Initiative: “Star Wars”

· Recession and Recovery

· 1982: severe recession

· 1983: recovery begins in time for reelection

· National debt climbed due to tax cuts and increased defense spending

· Conservative shift of Supreme Court

· 1st female justice: Sandra Day O’Connor

· Restrictions on civil rights, abortion rights

· Deregulation of the economy

· EPA restrictions loosened

· 1984 election

· Reagan wins big vs. Mondale with a new Reagan Coalition

· Business

· Southerners

· Westerners

· Reagan Democrats

· Reagan all states except Minnesota (Mondale’s home state) and Washington DC

· Mondale had first female VP candidate: Geraldine Ferraro

· 1988 Election

· George Bush (Reagan’s VP) won big vs. Michael Dukakis on the promise of “no new taxes” and a continuation of Reagan’s agenda

· Iraq Invaded Kuwait in 1990

· US begins Operation Desert Storm, invades Iraq

· War was short, successful, led to record high popularity for President Bush

· Despite this, he lost re­election campaign due to poor economy
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
