   Tests, Essays, Presentations, Projects

Classwork/ participation:  All students need to contribute to class daily.  If you are not speaking to the class, you are listening to the speaker.  Participation and attendance are included along, with any written classwork. Most students take notes during class; a direct correlation usually can be made between the quality of a student’s notebook and his or her grades.
Homework:  Reading is essential every night. Other assignments maybe assigned nightly or over an extended amount of time.   Assignments may consist of reading 5-7 pages, taking notes, answering questions, or completing a homework sheet.
Quizzes:  Quizzes are excellent preparation for tests. Occasionally quizzes will be open note therefore only those students with his/her own notes will do consistently well. 
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Assessments
Tests:  Expect around 2-3 assessments per marking period. They can vary from written assignments, standard tests, presentations, and/or projects. Assessments cover material from the textbook, as well as, the notebook and class discussions/lectures.

Essays, Presentation, Projects:  A major component of this course is the development of communication skills.  You will practice oral and written communication skills extensively in this class. 

**There will be ONE district required research paper.  This is the SHSD required policy from the Program of Studies- Students must complete successfully the assigned research project in order to receive credit for the course.
Absence Policy:  When absent, the student must submit all missed assignments in a timely fashion.  Please note that “due dates” hold for all students, not just those in attendance on the due date.  Rules governing attendance and make-up work are in the school handbook, as are rules regarding tardiness to class.
Late work will ONLY be accepted on major assignments but each day an assignment is late will cost you a letter grade.  Homework will NOT be accepted late EXCEPT in the case of an absence. Please make sure you are communicating with me in regards to all of the above.
